■質問：日本で生活して驚いたことや気づいたことはありますか。

■質問：日本人の態度や行動で不思議なところはありますか。
Japanese people have a way of wearing their shoes I found interesting.

■質問：日本語のどんなところが難しいですか。
Japanese people have a way of saying “no” that is not clear for foreigners.
