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Shirakawa-go is a village between Gifu and Toyama Prefecture.
The village is famous for their houses built in an old style called gasshozukuri.

The name gasshozukuri comes from a pair of hands pressed together.

The characteristic of gasshozukuri is steep thatched roofs.

The villagers have helped each other do the maintenance of the houses and farm work for a long time.

This lifestyle is called Yui, and it was seen in many places in Japan.

The roofs of the old houses in Shirakawa-go are replaced every thirty to forty years in spring.

People share the work for one house.
