	Procedure

	5min.
	Greetings 
・HRT & ALT greet the class.

HRT & ALT: Hello, everyone. How are you?

Students: I’m fine/happy/hungry/sleepy.

・HRT & ALT greet each other.

HRT: Hello, ～sensei. How are you?

ALT: I’m fine, and you?

HRT: I’m fine, thank you.



	15min.
	Let’s Play（p.16）Janken Game
・HRT & ALT show the class how to play the Janken Game.

HRT: Everyone, stand up. Let’s play the Janken Game with ～sensei(ALT).
ALT: Rock, scissors, paper. One, two, three. Who won? Who lost? If you lost, sit down. (Some students sit down.)
ALT: One more time. Are you ready?

・HRT & ALT ask students to listen to CD#15. Students answer the questions given by the ALT.
ALT: What country’s janken is this? What country’s language is this? Korean? Chinese?
・HRT asks students to play janken in Korean/Chinese/English. Students play janken in Korean/Chinese/English with ALT.
・HRT asks students to say how many times they won. Using his/her fingers, the ALT counts how many times he/she won.

ALT: One, two, three (counting on his/her fingers slowly one by one), ten times.

HRT: Look, everyone! ～sensei is counting so differently! Please  count numbers one more time.
ALT: One, two, three (counting his/her fingers one by one), ten times.
HRT: That’s interesting. Your way of counting numbers is very different from ours.

ALT: Is that so? How do you count numbers?
HRT: One, two, three (closing his fingers one by one), ten times.

ALT: Oh, that’s interesting. It’s very different from ours.

・Students learn a new way to count numbers one to ten.

	10min.
	Let’s Listen（p.17）Guessing What
・HRT asks the class listen to CD#16-17 and guess what language it is. ALT gives the students some questions. Students answer those questions.
ALT: Is this Chinese/Korean/Spanish/French/English?

Students: ～.

・HRT asks the class to write the correct number in the boxes in their textbooks. HRT & ALT check the answers.

[Script of CD#16-17 skipped]

	10min.
	Let’s Sing（p.17）“Ten Steps”
・While saying the numbers from one to seven one by one, HRT writes them on the blackboard. While saying the numbers from eight to ten, ALT writes them numbers below the numbers one to seven.

・HRT & ALT ask the class to sing the song “Ten Steps” with gestures. Students sing the song with gestures in time to CD#18.

・After singing “Ten Steps” twice or three times, students sing with gestures clapping their hands instead of saying the numbers the teachers say.

	Consolidation

・HRT comments on the class.

・ALT also comments on the class.

・Finally, teachers say goodbye to the class.

Teachers: Good-bye. See you.

Students: Good-bye. See you.
