	Greetings 
・HRT & ALT greet the class.

ALT: I’m fine, and you?
HRT: I’m fine, thank you.


	5min.
	Let’s Sing（pp.17-18）“Ten Steps” & “Twenty Steps”
[Reviewing the Last Lesson]

・Students sing the songs with gestures in time to CD#18-19.

・When teachers say a number, students sing the song clapping their hands instead of saying the number.
 [Script of CD#18-19 skipped]


	15min.
	Let’s Play 2（p.19）Pyramid Game
・HRT & ALT show the class how to play the Pyramid Game. HRT writes the numbers one to twenty on the blackboard and he/she selects fifteen numbers out of the twenty and writes those numbers in the fifteen boxes in the pyramid. ALT does the same. HRT & ALT play janken in English. The person who wins says a number that he/she selected among the numbers in the pyramid. Finding the number, both the winner and loser draw a circle on it. After finishing the game, they say, “Thank you. See you.”
・Students make pairs and start playing the Pyramid Game. The student who wins is the first to draw circles on all numbers.


	15min.
	Let’s Play 1（p.20） Key Number Game

・HRT & ALT show the class how to play the Key Number Game.

ALT: Let’s play the Key Number Game. Get into pairs. Put one eraser between you and your partner. ～sensei(HRT) says a number. Then repeat it.

HRT: Two.

Students: Two.

HRT: Four.

Students: Four.

HRT & ALT: Very good!

ALT: Now, “five” is the key number. When ～sensei(HRT) says “five,” you have to grab the eraser. The student who grabs the eraser first gets one point.

HRT & ALT: Are you ready? Now let’s start.

・HRT says the numbers. Students start playing the game.

・After finished playing the game, HRT & ALT check who won.
