	5min.
	Greetings 

・HRT & ALT greet the class.

HRT & ALT: Hello, everyone. How are you?

Students: I’m fine/happy/hungry/sleepy.

・HRT & ALT greet each other.

HRT: Hello, ～ sensei. How are you?

ALT: I’m fine, and you?

HRT: I’m fine, thank you.



	15min.
	Let’s Listen（pp.50-51） Guessing What
(Introduction)
・HRT puts a picture card of Japanese flag on the blackboard and shows some textbooks used by students and ALT also shows country textbooks (if ALT has textbooks) he/she used in his/her school.

HRT: (pointing to the picture card) This is our country, Japan. At school you use textbooks; Japanese, math, arts and crafts, science, social studies, P.E. and music.
ALT: This is my country, ～. Students in my country study ～, ～, ～, and ～ at school. Some subjects are the same. Some subjects are different.

・HRT shows the picture cards of the flags of China or Australia.
HRT: Look at this flag.

ALT: What country is it? Guess.
Students: China! Australia!
ALT: Very good. This one is China. That one is Australia.

HRT: (pointing to the picture of a math textbook) Look at this picture. What subject is this?
Students: I don’t know.

ALT: Well, look at the picture card carefully. There are several shapes on it. For example, circle or triangle or cube, and so on. OK? What subject is this?

Students: Math!

ALT: Right! It’s math.
(Main lesson)
・HRT ask the class to write the correct number in the squares in their textbooks, after listening to CD#53-55.
ALT: Let’s listen to the CD and write the correct number in the squares.

・Students listen to the CD and write numbers in their textbooks.

	10min.
	Activity 1（ pp.50-51） Guessing What
・HRT asks the class to hold up the textbook of the subject that the ALT says, and to repeat the name.

ALT: Repeat after me when I say a subject name. When I say “math,” you hold up your math textbook, and say “math.”
HRT: Are you ready? Go.
ALT: Japanese!
Students: (holding up their Japanese textbooks) Japanese!
[Script of CD#56 skipped]



	15min.
	Activity 2（ pp.50-51）  Guessing What
・HRT asks the class to guess what subject is, while looking at the gestures done by the teachers.

ALT: What’s subject is this?
<Example of gestures>

・Japanese: Reading a textbook or writing a letter.

・Math: Drawing lines with a ruler or drawing circles with a compass.

・Science: Pouring a liquid into a flask from a beaker or looking into a microscope.
・Social Studies: Following a map.
・P.E.: Doing gymnastics.
・Music: Singing a song or blowing a flute recorder.
・Calligraphy: Writing letters with a fude pen.

	Consolidation

・HRT comments on the class.

・ALT also comments on the class.

・Finally, teachers say goodbye to the class.

Teachers: Good-bye. See you.

Students: Good-bye. See you.
