	5min.
	Greetings 

・HRT & ALT greet the class.

HRT & ALT: Hello, everyone. How are you?

Students: I’m fine/happy/hungry/sleepy.

・HRT & ALT greet each other.

HRT: Hello, ～ sensei. How are you?

ALT: I’m fine, and you?

HRT: I’m fine, thank you.



	15min.
	Activity（p.56）Breakfast
・HRT & ALT show the class how to do this activity. Teachers ask the class what they eat for breakfast.
HRT: What do you eat for breakfast?
ALT: This morning I had cereal and a glass of milk. And I also had a banana and a boiled egg.
HRT: Sounds great!
ALT: How about you? What do you eat for breakfast?

HRT: I had a miso soup and two rice balls. And I also had some nori sheets and fried egg.

ALT: Miso soup is very popular in Japan.

ALT: (facing to class) Everyone, did you have miso soup this morning?

Students: Yes! / No!

(Following skipped)

・Teachers ask the class to draw pictures of food they have for breakfast in their textbooks and show them to each other, then draw the pictures of food their friends have for breakfast.
・Students draw pictures and show them to each other, and draw pictures of food their friends usually have for breakfast.


	20min.
	Let’s Listen（p.57） Guessing What & Writing
①Showing some pictures to the class, HRT asks the students to guess the correct country.

HRT: Look at this picture. Kimuchi and rice. Cereal and milk….
ALT: Where is it from? Japan? China? America? England? Korea?
ALT: Now. Listen to the CD and write a name of the country in your textbooks. Japanese is OK.
・Listening to the CD, students write each name of countries.
・Teachers give advice to students while they are writing.

②HRT ask the class to write about the differences between food in Japan and other countries.

 ALT: What did you find out listening to the CD? Is the food the same as you have for breakfast? Now. Write the differences you found in your textbooks. Japanese is OK of course.
