	Procedure

	2min.
	Greetings

・HRT & ALT greet the class.

HRT & ALT: Hello, how are you?

Students: Hello. I’m good/fine/OK/hungry/sleepy.



	30min.
	Activity（p.10）Finding Various Letters
・HRT puts a picture of a safari park on the blackboard.
 [Step 1]

・HRT asks the class to have a look at the various kinds of letters in both their textbooks and on the blackboard.
HRT: (pointing at the Korean letters) Did you know these letters?

Students: No!

ALT: These letters are used in Korea.

Students: ???

HRT: We say Kan-koku in Japanese.

ALT: We say Korea in English. Look at these letters under the giraffe.
HRT: We say ki-rin in Japanese.

ALT: We say giraffe in English.

・Students learn that there are various kinds of letters and  languages around the world.

[Step 2]

· HRT & ALT show the class that each alphabet letter has two versions; one is called a capital letter and the other a small letter.  Arranging the capital letters and small letters on the blackboard, HRT shows and tells the class how to spell PENGUIN and penguin.
[Step 3]

・Putting number cards; one to thirty on the blackboard, HRT asks the class to repeat after the ALT. Pointing at number cards one by one, ALT says its number in English. Students repeat after ALT.
・HRT asks the class to look at the safari park picture and to guess what kinds of animals and how many animals there are. HRT & ALT show and tell the class how to say each animal in English. Teachers also show and tell the class how to count in English.

HRT: Now, look at the safari park picture on the blackboard.

ALT: What do you see in this park? Do you see a bear?

Students: ???

HRT: We say Ku-ma in Japanese. A big bear and a small bear in the center. Can you see them?

Student A: I see.

ALT: How many bears are there?

Student B: Two!

ALT: Great! There are two bears in this park. Do you see an elephant?
Students: ???
HRT: We say Zou or Zou-san in Japanese. Where is Zou-san?

Students: ???
ALT: On the grass! Near the tree! How many elephants are there?

Students: Three!

ALT: Let’s count in English. One, two, three. Yes, three elephants are on the grass. Two big elephants and one small elephant.
HRT: Can you see a monkey?

ALT: Where are the monkeys?

Students: Yama-no-ue!

ALT: Right! There are some monkeys on the hill. How many monkeys are there? Let’s count in English together. One, two, three…, twenty-five.

Students: One, two, three, four…, twenty-five!?

ALT: OK! Twenty-five! So many! Twenty-five monkeys are in this park.

HRT: Let’s try to count in English. From one to thirty.

・When the HRT shows the number cards one to thirty, the ALT says the number in time with the HRT and the students repeat after the ALT.

	10min.
	Let's Sing（p.11）“Thirty, Forty…, One Hundred”
・HRT & ALT show and tell the class how to count numbers thirty to one hundred in English.

・HRT asks the class to listen to CD#9. Students listen to the CD.

・HRT & ALT sing the song in time to the CD with gestures. Imitating the teachers, students also sing the song in time to the CD with gestures.

 [Script of CD#9 skipped]

	3min.
	Consolidation

・HRT comments on the class.

・ALT also comments on the class.

・Finally, teachers say goodbye to the class.

Teachers: Good-bye. See you.

Students: Good-bye. See you.
