(Reviewing the last lesson)

・HRT & ALT show and tell the class how to count numbers thirty to one hundred in English.

・HRT asks the class to listen to CD#9. Students listen to the CD.

・HRT & ALT sing the song in time to the CD with gestures. Imitating the teachers, students also sing the song in time to the CD with gestures.

	30min.
	Let’s Listen（p.12）Painting Game
[Step 1-2]

・HRT & ALT show and tell class how to play the Painting Game.

HRT: Open your textbooks to page 12.

ALT: How many squares do you see? Yes, thirty-five squares. There is one number in each square. What do you think it is? Listen carefully to the CD. When you hear a number, you fill in that square. When you have finished, you can see some number. What kind of number do you see?
Students: (listening to CD#10 and drawing in the squares) 54!

ALT: Great! You can see a number; fifty-four.

Students: (listening to CD#11 and drawing in the squares) 192!

ALT: Great! You see a number; one hundred and ninety-two.

[Step 3]

・Finished playing, HRT & ALT ask class what those numbers; 54 and 192 mean. Guessing what they mean, students present their ideas.
HRT: What do you think 54 means?

Students: ???

HRT: Fifty-four means the number of countries using English as its official language; Koyo-go in Japanese.

ALT: How about 192? 

Students: ???

ALT: One hundred ninety-two means the number of countries all over the world.
