	Procedure

	2min.
	Greetings 
・HRT & ALT greet the class.

HRT & ALT: Hello, how are you?

Students: Hello. I’m good/fine/OK/hungry/sleepy.


	5min.
	Let’s Chant（p.17）“Twelve Month”
(Reviewing the last lesson)

・Showing the picture cards of the twelve months to class, HRT & ALT do the chant in time to CD#15 with gestures.

・Students & teachers do the chant in time to the CD with gestures together.

 [Script of CD#15 skipped]

	15min.
	Activity 1（p.20）Writing Capital Letters
[Step 1]

・HRT shows the class a card “April” hiding the first letter capital “A” with his hand.

ALT: Look! (pointing to HRT) What month is that card? We can’t see all of it, guess!

Student A: April?
HRT: That’s right. (showing whole) It’s April.

ALT: ～sensei! Next, please!
HRT: (showing another card, “August”.)
ALT: (pointing to HRT.) What month is that card? We can’t see all of it, guess!
Student B: August?
HRT: Excellent! You know what I’m hiding? Now, say its letter.

Student B: A!

HRT: Excellent!

ALT: Great! “A” is in April and “A” is also in August.

・HRT puts the 26 cards remaining (the capital letters) on the blackboard, ALT says the letter in time to HRT and students repeat them one by one.

[Step 2]

・HRT asks the class to open their textbooks to page 20. He also asks the class to write one of the capital letters in each square. Students write letters in the squares. Teachers check the results.
・While the HRT shows the class the twelve month cards one by one, the ALT says their names and students repeat after the ALT.

	20min.
	Activity 2（p.21）Interviewing Game
・HRT & ALT show the class how to play the Interview Game.

ALT: Walk around the classroom, find a friend and ask the student, “When is your birthday?” When you get the birthday of your friends, write their name and birthday in your textbook.  How many friends can you interview?

HRT: Let’s get as many birthdays as you can.

・Students start playing the Interview Game.
・After interviewing, in their textbooks students record their friends name & birthday and the number of friends who have the same birthday.

・HRT asks the class to show the results of the activity. Students present the information.
・ALT asks the class how many students were born in ～(name of a month), so  students (born in ～) answer the question by raising their hands.
ALT: Raise your hands if your birthday is in January/February/
March…! 
(Followings skipped)

	3min.
	Consolidation

・HRT comments on the class.

・ALT also comments on the class.

・Finally, teachers say goodbye to the class.

Teachers: Good-bye. See you.

Students: Good-bye. See you.
