	Procedure

	2min.
	Greetings 
・HRT & ALT greet the class.

HRT & ALT: Hello, how are you?

Students: Hello. I’m good/fine/OK/hungry/sleepy.

	5min.


	Let’s Chant（p.25）“I Can Swim.”
(Reviewing the last lesson)

・Showing a penguin card to the class, HRT & ALT do the chant in time to the CD with gestures.

・HRT asks the class to do the chant in time to the CD with gestures together. Imitating the teachers, students do the chant.

・All students do the chant in time to the CD with gestures together.

・Exchanging roles, students do the chant in time to the CD with gestures together.

	25min.
	Activity 2（p.27）Interviewing Game
[Step 1]

・Showing nine cards to the class one by one, the ALT asks the class, “Can you ～?” Students answer the ALT, “Yes, I can.” or “No, I can’t.”
・Class asks the teachers, “Can you ～?” Teachers answer class, “Yes, I can.” or “No, I can’t.”
[Step 2]

・HRT asks the class to open their textbooks to page 27 and to play the Interview Game. Going around the classroom with their textbooks, each student finds a friend and asks him/her whether he/she can ～ or not. Getting the answer “Yes” from a friend, the student writes their name on their textbooks.
・At the end of the game, students present the results of their interview activities.



	10min.
	Activity（p.28）Showing & Telling
・HRT asks the class to open their textbooks to page 28 and to draw  sketches of actions that they can do and cannot do on that page. HRT tells the class that they are going to show and tell using their sketches next class. Students go on drawing sketches on their textbooks.

・Teachers go around the classroom to check their results and  praise the students or give some advice if it’s needed.


	3min.
	Consolidation

・HRT comments on the class.

・ALT also comments on the class.

・Finally, teachers say goodbye to the class.
