	Greetings 
・HRT & ALT greet the class.

HRT & ALT: Hello, how are you?

Students: Hello. I’m good/fine/OK/hungry/sleepy.


	30min.
	Activity 1（p.41）Showing & Telling
(Reviewing the last lesson)

・HRT asks the class to show their textbooks and tell about the country where students themselves want to go. Showing their textbooks with pictures they have drawn and information they have written before, HRT & ALT show the class how to do this lesson.

HRT: Hello, everyone. My name is ～. Please look at my textbook. You see my picture and you see words, a name of country, and you see a picture of the flag, and you see the reason why I want to go. I like soccer. I want to play soccer in Italy. So I want to go to Italy. Thank you.

ALT: You want to go to Italy? And you want to play soccer in Italy? Wonderful! Everyone, do you want to go to Italy?

Students: Yes! / No!

HRT: Now, it’s your turn, ～sensei.

ALT: OK! Hello, everyone. My name is ～. Please look at my textbook. I like old buildings and I like tall buildings. I like  towers. I like Tokyo Tower. I like the Effel Tower too. I want to see the Effel Tower, so I want to go to France. Thank you.

HRT: Do you want to go to France? That’s very interesting! Everyone, do you want to go to France? Do you want to see the Effel Tower?

Students: Yes! / No!

・The HRT asks several students to make a speech in front of the class. Listening to those students’ speeches, other students take a memo.
・Asking some questions and giving advice to the speakers, teachers check the results.



	10min.
	Activity 2（p.41）Showing & Telling
・HRT asks all the class to make a speech in front of class. HRT also asks the class not to forget to count and record speakers who want to go to the same country as them. Students make a speech in front of the class one by one.

[Sample Speech]

Student S: Hello, everyone. My name is ～. Please look here. I want to go to Italy. I like soccer. I want to play soccer in Italy. I like pizza. I want to eat spaghetti in Italy. So I want to go to Italy. Thank you.

・Having finished making speech, students write the number of friends who want to go to the same country as they themselves.
ALT: How many friends did you find who want to go to Italy / France / Egypt, etc?

Student I: Italy! Two!
HRT: Fantastic!

・HRT comments on the class.

・ALT also comments on the class.

・Finally, teachers say goodbye to the class.

Teachers: Good-bye. See you.

Students: Good-bye. See you.
