	Procedure

	2min.
	Greetings 
・HRT & ALT greet the class.

HRT & ALT: Hello, how are you?

Students: Hello. I’m good/fine/OK/hungry/sleepy.

	30min.
	Let’s Listen（p.45）Guessing What
[Step 1]

・HRT asks the class to repeat after the HRT. Pointing at the dial number 1 to 12 of a model clock, HRT says the numbers loudly one by one, and watching HRT, students repeat after HRT. HRT & ALT show how to say the expressions about time.
HRT: (moving hands on the model clock) What time is it?

ALT: It’s ten. (receiving the model clock from the HRT and moving the hands on the clock) What time is it?

HRT: It’s six.
(Followings skipped)
・HRT asks the class to play with the model clock. Receiving the clock from HRT, the front student asks the next student, “What time is it?” Answering the question and receiving the clock from the before student, the second student asks the third student, “What time is it?” Thus, the model clock moves around among the students one after another.

 (Followings skipped)

[Step 2]

・HRT & ALT show how to say further expressions about time. Students watch and listen to the teachers.
HRT: (showing the model clock) It’s six. I get up at six. What time do you get up, ～sensei?

ALT: I get up at seven. (facing one student) What time do you get up, ～san?
Student 1: Me too, seven!

HRT: Excellent!

ALT: Everyone, please repeat after me. I get up at seven.

Students: I get up at seven.

ALT: Once more!

Students: I get up at seven!

(Followings skipped)

[Step 3]

・HRT asks the class to open their textbooks to pages 44-45. Asking questions and adding explanation about those pages, HRT & ALT show the class what to do in this lesson.

HRT: Now, let’s listen to the CD.
ALT: First. When you hear the names of city or country, guess where it is, select a letter from the world map and write its letter in the square. Second. When you hear the time, draw the short hand on each clock.
・HRT asks the class to listen to the CD. Listening to it, students guess, write letters and short hands in their textbooks.

・Teachers check the results, give praise or some advice to students if necessary.

	10min.
	Let’s Play（p.44）Counting Numbers 1 to 60
・While drawing numbers 1 to 60 on the blackboard, HRT & ALT say the numbers one by one and students repeat after teachers.

・HRT asks the class to play the Taking-over Number Game. HRT & ALT show how to play it.

・A student is chosen to say, “One,” then any student says, “Two,” and another student says, “Three.” Thus, students go on saying 1 to 60. When a student can’t say the number or makes a mistake everyone starts again with “One.” When the class all reach 60 without any mistakes, the game is over.
